He also
completed a postdoctoral fellowship in forensic psychology in the department of psychiatry at the
University of Missouri-Kansas City and the Missouri Department of Mental Health. Dr. Morgan is
currently the Co-Associate Chair of Psychology and Assistant Professor in the Counseling Division

at Texas Tech University.
