Francis W. Palfrey, Brevet Brigadier (1831-1889) was both a soldier and subsequently a historian.
He served at Lt. Col. of the 20th Massachusetts during the Battle of Antietam. He was later a
member of the Military Historical Society of Massachusetts and of the Massachusetts Historical
Society as well. Here he recounts the campaigns of Antietam and Fredericksburg, from the
appointment of McClellan to the general command through the end of the battle of
