One of Putin’s first acts was to
reverse Gorbachev’s decision to end media censorship and Ostrovsky argues that the Russian
media has done more to shape the fate of the country than its politicians. Putin pioneered a new
form of demagogic populism --oblivious to facts and aggressively nationalistic - that has now been
embraced by Donald Trump. In his new paperback preface, Ostrovsky will explore how Putin
influenced the US election, the Trump Putin access, and will consider how Putin’s methods -

weaponizing the media and serving up fake news - came to enter American politics.
