There are several things in here that are a bit over a preschooler's head, but nevertheless,

I've been using this book with my preschoolers in Sunday school and they really like it. The pictures

are very attractive to little ones. Love that it's sharing the gospel and the bigger picture of the Bible!

This is the third copy I've bought of this book. I bought one for my daughter, one for my nephew,

and now as a Baby Shower gift.I love it. The language is easy to comprehend for little ones. The

illustrations are beautifully done. The Message is clear and the focus remains Jesus throughout the

book. I've had a couple friends look through it while visiting and they have made comments about

how it's helped them to understand "the big picture" in the Bible more after reading this.

This book has been a great way for my kids to learn many of the Bible stories. I listened to it with

them the first time. I did not like how the author explained some things as just "bad decisions"

instead of clearly pointing out that these were sins that sinful people did. If we don't explain that sins

are sins then we don't really need a Savior. Don't strip away the fact that we can't stand up to God's

perfect law, because then you strip away the sweet news of the Gospel. Overall though, I think the

book does a great job of following the Bible from beginning to end in a simple way for children to

understand. The illustrations are quite beautiful and my children love sitting down for 20 minutes at

a time paging through while the CD reads to them.

My favorite children's Bible, hands down. More adults should read it! Best pictures too!! They truly

complement the text.

If these moralisms are your idea of a children's Bible,

you probably won't like The Big PIcture Story Bible.But if you are like me and you have long hoped

for a book that teaches children the biblical story from Creation to New Creation - a book that

anticipates Jesus in the Old Testament and makes his crucifixion and resurrection the proper climax

of the New Testament - then this book is for you.This book is pure gold. Even the illustrations

convey a message. The artist thoughtfully and strategically places a "star" upon God's chosen

representative, from Abraham to Isaac, from Jacob to David and Solomon. There are future

glimpses of Jesus throughout the Old Testament.The story itself contains one central plot aim:

"God's people in God's place under God's rule." This theme provides direction for every story in the

book.The Bible stories are told creatively. Take for instance the preface to Jesus' birth:Caesar, the

Roman ruler, the king of the whole Roman world, began counting all his people to show everyone

how great he was. What Caesar did not know was that... God, the world's true ruler, the king of the

universe, was getting ready to show everyone how great he was. And do you know how God was

going to do this? Not like Caesar... not proudly, by counting all his people, but humbly, by becoming

one of his people.Some stories might be more abbreviated than you expect. (David and Goliath

receives two pages within a longer passage about how God keeps his promises to his people. The

prophet Daniel is only mentioned in the context of his prayers for the Messiah.) But whereas some

of the excitement of individual stories gets left out, the growing anticipation of God's people being

under God's rule more than compensates.The Big Picture Story Bible does not shy away from

theology. Of course, theological concepts are kept simple for children, but the author takes great

care in pointing to Jesus through the Exodus, the kings, the prophets - reaching back to past events

to fill in the meaning of the atonement. All of the stories ultimately point ahead to Jesus.I fully expect

that The Big Picture Story Bible will one day be considered a classic Storybook for children. I cannot

recommend it highly enough. Our son loves it, and we do too. It has been a tremendous addition to

our library.

In this book you won't get every OT story that you love. In fact you will get some truncated versions.

BUT the highlight of this book for our family is you see how every story works together in the BIG

STORY. Adam and Eve saying no to God and getting kicked out of the garden relates to Israel

saying no to God and being kicked out of the promised land. They states key phrases over and over

again. This is great for younger children. For instance my four year old gets it that Adam and Eve

didn't want God to "be their King" and she gets it in every day situations as well. She gets that the

promise to A & E, and David of a coming "forever King" is fulfilled in Jesus. I love that she already



understands that. So for our family this is a special story book. As an artist, I wished the illustrations

were better, but my kids love all the bright colors and the silly dogs, cats, lizards, and other

creatures in strange places. :)

Still one of my all time favorite Story Bibles. We purchase one for every new baby.
