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Berenbaum, a professor of entomology at the University of Illinois, here presents extraordinary

information on how insects affect our lives and society. In wars, these creatures caused more

deaths than bombs or bullets, according to the author; for example, the louse, carrier of typhus,

defeated Napoleon's troops. Fleas (plague) and mosquitos (malaria) have taken a heavy toll on

human populations. A gall nearly wiped out the French wine industry in 1860; scale insects have

been the source of varnish and dye. And Berenbaum also reminds us that about a third of our food

is the direct result of insect pollination.

That was my opinion

before I picked this up at the library (and later purchased it from ). Combining humor and interesting

stories, May R. Berenbaum brings entomology to the non-specialist in an understandable and

enjoyable way. Some refer to this book as an insect trivia book, however, to me itÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s

more of an insect story/history book. I like the description in the subtitle: ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“Insects

and Their Impact on Human AffairsÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â•. That basically sums it up. Others have refer to

this book as a textbook which seemed odd to me. I donÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t recall any school

textbook being this interesting.As the preface states, ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“the vast majority of people

consider it a high priority to minimize the extent of their interaction with the insect

worldÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â•. She goes on to say how improbable this is since there are (estimated) 10

quintillion individual insects alive on earth at any given moment, and they make up 80% of the

worldÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s species. She further explains that insects live (1) in Antarctica (2) in hot

springs in Yellowstone (3) in horse intestines (4) pools of petroleum (5) in jars of formaldehyde in

morgues (6) in baptismal fonts in churches. However, about 1/3 of a typical human diet is only

possible due to insect pollination. And, without insects there would be no cotton.

WeÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢re reminded that insects have determined the outcome of wars more than

bullets or bombs. These facts and more are good reasons to read this book.

Excellent overview of major topics in entomology; would be equally enjoyable, I think, for both a lay

person or a trained entomologist. Generally a fun/light read with lots of interesting trivia thrown in.

Who knew that you could pack in a book SO MUCH information- in nearly every paragraph there is

a 'wow' fact- and still make it stimulating and readable throughout. This book is great for

professional entomologist and curious, broadly-educated layperson alike. There's actually a

surprising amount of history and politics involved in the telling of the role insects have had on earth.

Of course, the world of insects is so varied and vast, it alone provides for fascinating exploration. Dr.

Berenbaum is an able and entertaining guide. I heartily recommend!
