This novel is insanely readable and fun, but feels like a mash up of action novels. The main
characters are a Lethal Weapon duo, except the Mel Gibson character is a photo journalist (and
former military assassin). The main villain is a former Russian special forces operative, who is now
a paid killer. His bosses are a group of ultra wealthy psychopaths that could easily be the villains in
a James Bond novel (one of them even has a weird hobby (expensive exotic food). There’s an
anti-social hacker, of course, and beautiful model who jumps in bed with the protagonist for no
apparent reason. When framed for crime, the protagonist doesn’t turn himself in; instead, he runs
around the city, putting his friends and everyone he cares for at risk -- again for no apparent
purpose. Lots of techno references and explanations. There is a military dog. A crazy ex. A karate
fight. It's like the spaghetti sauce that used to advertise, "It's in there!" If you can think of a trope

from this kind of novel, it's in there!

Far far too long, lots of
unnecessary repetition in there. Needs editing!l found the dialogue inane, the scenarios ridiculous,
some of the technical details just wrong (a crime scene tech wouldn’t know if a victim had been
poisoned by just looking at him as well as being shot) The chases were just plain mad, the FBI

agents were so unprofessional that it was laughable.The only interesting character was the dog.
